* THAT SURROUND US ¢
BEING SILENT

It is hard to find silence when our culture surrounds us
with sound, aside from journeying to an abbey tucked
away in a forest, or trekking to a mountain. We are
immersed in so much sound from morning until evening,
it can cause us to wonder what kind of emptiness we are
trying to fill with this sound. Because of this, it is not
surprising that people are uncomfortable with silence
when they come to celebrate the liturgy. Nevertheless, the
Church asks us to observe silence at certain times during
the celebration of the Eucharist.

During each of this moments, it becomes clear that silence
is not just an absence of sound. Rather, silence is observed
to offer space that invites us to open our hearts to
something or someone else. We observe silence at the
time of the penitential rite so we can think about our lives
and whether we have lived our baptismal calling in word
and deed. Every time the priest says, “Let us pray”. We
are invited to offer our own silent prayers that he then
“collects” in a spoken prayer and prayer. After some
silence, the priest gathers all our individual prayers into
one prayer and prays aloud. After the proclamation of the
Scripture readings, some silence is observed so we can
meditate on the meaning of the readings in our lives. We
do the same at the conclusion of the homily. Finally, after
receiving Communion, we pause in silence to give thanks
and praise for the magnificent deeds God has
accomplishes for us in Jesus Christ.

Experiencing silence during the liturgy also serves as a
model for our own lives and the good it can be for our
spiritual health. Small moments of silence experienced
during the course of the day — at the beginning, or at the
end of the day — offer
an opportunity to pray
- % 1 and ponder how God

l is present in our lives.
Silence can also teach
us to listen to God’s

Guidance.




What Happens in Lent?

In today's Gospel story, Jesus goes
out into the desert to fast and pray No,

for forty days. In the forty days ¢4 ANKS!
of Lent, the Church asks us to i
fast, give alms, and pray. % =
In Lent we don't eat meat on Fridays. Many people
give up things like candy or dessert for all of Lent.

When we give up food that we like, it reminds us that
food isn't the only thing we need- we need God too!

Giving alms means giving money or
things to the poor or the Church. God
lets there be people who need our help
so that we can become better by
helping them!

The third thing that we should do
in Lent is praying. You could say an extra prayer every
day- maybe an "Our Father" or a "Hail Mary" when you
wake up or before you go to bed. Another good idea is
reading a bit from the Bible, because when we read the
Bible we let God speak to us.

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WHO WE ARE AND WHOSE WE ARE.

The Lenten season is a fresh invitation to ex-
plore again who God is, who we are, and what it
means to be human. We begin by hearing the
tragic story of the first humans in the book of
Genesis. As Paul describes in Romans, our
struggles started when our ancestors broke the
bond of unity with God, sought self-sufficiency,
and grew apart from their true purpose and iden-
tity. In Matthew’s Gospel, we see how Jesus re-
sists the lure of living outside of unity with God.
Jesus rejects false promises of possessions, pow-
er, and status. Instead, he puts his life in his Fa-
ther’s hands. As our model for living as a fully
human person, Jesus demonstrates that we are
created to live in relationship with and trust in
God, and in harmony with and for all of crea-
tion.
